The Psychologist or Staff Counselor will provide multiculturally competent counseling for individuals, couples, and groups, presenting with a wide range of personal concerns, diagnoses, and unique client factors. Special attention will be given to candidates from underserved populations.
This position will apply principles, methods, and procedures for understanding and alleviating academic, emotional, and/or psychological discomfort and to facilitate effective functioning during the life-span development process. The intention is to help individuals acquire or alter personal-social skills, improve adaptability to changing life demands, enhance environmental coping skills, and/or develop a variety of problem-solving and decision-making capabilities.
The Psychologist or Staff Counselor will participate in the practicum and APA-Accredited Doctoral Internship training programs by providing training seminars, supervision, and mentorship. This position also requires participation in prevention activities through outreach and consultation.  

Clinical staff at FAU CAPS are encouraged to conduct research related to counseling, psychopathology, psychotherapy, understanding mental health characteristics of the college student, understanding the psychological and developmental needs of students, and/or program evaluation.
